TheiOint s Ofthe adio ining bodies are marked by a crayon orthe‖ke when the correct poslion has
been found.  The prolections(19.2)on the bOdies can be a good guide.  After applying the glue

(19 3),insert the joints stralght.  Do this immediately because the glue becomes hard instantly.
