HOW TO BLOW THE FIFE

Lightly close both lips, make a small opening
and blow as shown in the diagram below.
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Close one quarter of the aperture with the lower lip.

Place finger tips over the holes.

Blow across the aperture as shown.

Support the fife between the thumb and forefinger
of the left hand as shown.
